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Rate Adjustments Help Offset
Increase in Utility Bills

A state-authorized rate adjustment will substantially offset an increase in Basic Generation Service (BGS) that
took effect June 1. The New Jersey Board of Public Utilities (BPU) authorized a decrease to the Non-utility
Generation Charge (NGC) and an increase to the Societal Benefits Charge (SBC).

The net effect of the adjustments help alleviate an expected 11.21 percent rate increase. Customers now wiill
see only a modest increase of less than one percent.

The typical residential customer consuming 1,000 kilowatt-hours per month will see an increase of about
$1.25 instead of the $17.84 if the rate adjustment had not been approved.
