Additionally, each year the
company recycles several tons of
materials we use to keep the electrici-
ty flowing—everything from wires to
the tires and batteries we use in our

service vehicles. This effort extends
to our employees who work indoors,
and recycling bins are located
throughout all of our facilities.

In celebration of Earth Day, we
encourage our customers to plant

and/or trim a tree. Well-placed trees,
shrubs or vines can deliver effective
shade and act as a windbreak, result-
ing in lower heating and cooling
costs. Before planting, consider the
size of the tree at maturity. Avoid

Q: Will I save energy
by replacing a regular
light switch with a
dimmer switch? 

A:Yes, a dimmer switch
does reduce the wattage
of the lamp when the
switch is set at less than
full brightness. Thus, you
will save both energy
and money. Beware,
though, of using a dim-
mer switch with a com-
pact fluorescent bulb,
which can be a fire haz-
ard. There are some
compact fluorescent
bulbs that are compatible
with household incan-
descent dimmers, so
read the package careful-
ly. Never use a non-dim-
mable fluorescent light
