A: Yes, a lower wattage
light bulb is less expen-
sive to run and more
energy-efficient than a
higher wattage bulb. If it’s
safe, you should also con-
sider doing the following
for additional savings:

Use compact fluorescent
lighting instead of the
traditional, incandescent

Use daylight instead

Reduce the light’s “on”
time

Install a timer or motion
sensor to automatically
operate the light

by more than power lines.”
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May is National Electrical Safety
Month, but Atlantic City Electric
wants to remind you that electrical
safety is something that we should
practice every day of the year.

Electric shocks kill nearly 400 peo-
ple around the nation each year and
injure thousands more, according to
the Electrical Safety Foundation
International.

With warmer weather, many of us
will be enjoying more time out-
doors. Here are some tips for stay-
ing safe around electricity:

Never touch a power line and do
not let any objects you may be
carrying, such as a ladder or gar-
den tool, come in contact with
power lines. To do so can result
in serious injury or death.

Do not fly kites or model air-
planes near power lines.

Keep electric appliances, such as
radios, at least 10 feet away from
swimming pools.
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Do not swim during a thunder-
storm.

If you are working near a power
line, make sure there is a clear-
ance of at least 25 feet between
you, your equipment and the line.

Make sure when boating that there
is at least ten feet of clearance
between the highest part of your
boat and overhead power lines.

Teach your children about electri-
cal safety. Make sure they know
to stay away from power lines,
electrical substations and other
electrical equipment.

If you see a downed power line,
stay away from it and warn
others. Also, be sure to call
1-800-833-7476 to report the
downed line to Atlantic City
Electric.
